Homework Policy
Definition

Homework is a task given to pupils which relates to and reinforces work being done in class.

Its Value

At Tyrie Primary School, we believe that homework is an important part of a child’s learning and believe it should be: -

· Related to work in class

· Well planned

· Well explained by the teacher and have a clear purpose

· Manageable in a given time

· Not frustrating

· Likely to promote confidence through success

· Recognised and rewarded

· Supported by teachers and parents/guardians

Its Purpose

In general, homework should:-

· Reinforce and review class work

· Help keep parents/carers informed about their child’s class work

· Give parents/carers the opportunity to discuss, encourage and praise their child’s work

· Encourage pupils to begin to take responsibility for their own learning

· Help develop home and school link
Types of Regular Homework

P1-3

· Spelling/Phonics (weekly with optional extras)
· Reading (2-3 times per week)
· Maths (once a fortnight and will be optional)
P4-7

· Spelling (fortnightly with optional sentences)
· Reading (1-2 times per week with a written task fortnightly)
· Maths (once a fortnight and will be optional)
Types of Occasional Homework
P1-7 

· Topic

· Concert Practice (Summer and Christmas)

· French

· ICT

Homework Sheets/Diaries

All pupils will be issued with a Homework Diary at the start of the school year. This will be used to record any reading homework that has to be done. All pupils in P1-P3 will also continue to receive a homework grid once a fortnight detailing the tasks that need to be completed and instructions.
P4-7 pupils will take ownership of their homework by recording tasks and due dates in their homework diaries. For any homework that is new (first time it’s been done) an instruction sheet will be stapled or glued into the homework diary for reference.

ASL Homework
Pupils working with the additional support for learning teacher may receive some homework to support the work they are completing with Mrs Forsyth. Any homework issued will also be written into homework diaries but will be optional.
Unfinished Classwork

Work unfinished in class may also be sent home to be completed. It will be labelled “unfinished classwork” so that parents can discuss the reason for this with their child.

Looking after Homework

The school will provide a plastic homework folder at the beginning of the school year for reading books and homework to be kept in. This is to keep schoolbooks clean and in good condition. We ask that parents assist the pupils in taking care of jotters and books sent home from school.

Time spent on Homework

Homework should not be a chore. If your child is spending excessive time on homework please contact the school.

The Role of Parents

Parents can help to promote good homework habits. If possible, find a quiet place for your child to work. Treat children’s homework as their own responsibility. There is no value in homework that is completed by parents. However, parents can check over and help children to correct homework if necessary.

Praise good efforts.  Use the homework diary as a way of keeping in touch with the class teacher if need be and sign it when homework has been done.

General

Teachers should ensure that homework is subject to the same standards when marked as in school tasks.

No homework will be issued over the week-end. Pupils may have homework that they wish to complete at the week-end i.e. it was handed out on Wednesday and has to be done by Monday; however there will be nothing issued on a Friday that will be due in on a Monday. 

Holidays

In accordance with all other schools in Fraserburgh Cluster, at Tyrie Primary School, no homework will be given to pupils going on holiday during term time.
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
